WHEREAS, Dr. Velazco is currently the  Director of 
Aftercare for Justice for Children International (JFCI), a US- 
based NGO working towards the abolition of child exploitation 
and traffickmg; 

WHEREAS, Dr.  Velazco, a member  of t h e  Bri t ish 
Psychological Society, was also a recipient of the “Panaana ng 
Pilipino Presidential A w a r d  in 2004 for ou ts tanding  
,achievements in her field a s  an international counselling 
‘psychologist working with street children; 

WHEREAS, Dr. Velazco was formerly the chair of the 
Psychological Department of the De La  SaUe University and 
a former consultant to the Department of Social Welfare and 
Development; 

WHEREAS, the excellence and commitment of Dr. Velazco 
serve as an exemplar in showing the valuable role Filipinos 
play not only in their respective communities in the United 
States, but in various parts of the world: Now, therefore, be
