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AN ACT REQUIRING THE MANDATORY COMPLIANCE BY 
ALL MOTORCYCLE RIDERS AND OPERATORS TO 
AUTOMATICALLY TURN ON AND RIDE WITH THEIR 
HEADLIGHTS ON AT ALL HOURS OF THE DAY AND 
NIGHT ON ALL ROADS

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
Philippines in Congress assembled:

1 Section l. Short Title. -  This Act shall be known as the

2 “Mandatory Automatic Headlights On for Motorcycles Act”.

3 Sec. 2. Declaration of Policy. -  It is hereby declared the

4 policy of the State to secure and safeguard its citizenry, particularly

5 the riders and operators of motorcycles as well as their passengers

6 and pedestrians, from the ruinous and extremely injurious effects of

7 vehicular accidents. Towards this end, the State shall pursue a

8 more proactive and preventive, rather than merely remedial or

9 reactionary, approach with the mandatory enforcement of a low-cost
10 method to reduce and prevent road crashes by requiring all
11 motorcycles in operation with their headlights turned on at all
