The Supreme Court shall assign the branch number of the newly created
branch of the Regional Trial Court in the First Judicial Region.

SEC. 2. The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, in coordination with
ﬂnSecnt.yoftheDepuMofJuﬂcc.lhﬂimM‘ininﬁ:
